Management and International Communication Management of INHolland University of Applied Sciences 
in Amsterdam/Diemen. 
 
A specific part of the enrolment procedure for the English stream programs is an English test and an 
interview (if necessary, also a competence and/or math test). The International Recruitment Office of 
INHolland Diemen (IRO) focuses on tests, interview and motivation. On the enclosed Recruitment Reply 
Form you will find the dates on which students with a Dutch nationality can do these tests at INHolland 
University Amsterdam/Diemen. All foreign students (unless native speakers) have to do an English test 
through IELTS or TOEFL. 
When you have filled in the enclosed “Recruitment reply form 08 09” and send it back to the IRO 
together with the appropriate documents, the IRO will contact you and guide you through the enrolment 
procedure. 
 
Other important forms in the enrolment procedure are:

The International Recruitment Office will send you an invitation letter to come for a test and interview on 

the date indicated on your Recruitment Reply Form or they will contact you for an interview if you handed 

in an English test result. (If you are abroad let us know a number of dates and times (Central European 

Time) when we will be able to reach you on the phone. We may wish to contact you by telephone to 

conduct a short interview. Do not forget to give us your telephone number, including country and city 

codes.) 

 

4. On the basis of the test results the International Recruitment Office of INHolland Amsterdam/Diemen will 

send you a provisional letter of acceptance or refusal from the program. Until it has been formally 

ascertained that all criteria have been met, enrolment can only take place on a provisional basis. Applicants 

should note that the certificate validation procedure may take approximately three months and that early 

enrolment is therefore recommended. Only on the basis of validated documents and test results, the 

university can issue a provisional acceptance, which is usually needed for visa application. 

 

Any questions regarding visa matters and immigration details should be directed to your local Dutch Embassy or 

Consulate or to our International Office (VisaService@INHolland.nl). We will send you a letter of acceptance or 

refusal only after points 1, 2, 3 and 4 mentioned above have been carried out.  
 

We are aware from previous experience that prospective students can encounter a delay of anything up to 4-6 

months while applying for a visa. Therefore, if you do wish to start your studies in September 2008, you should start 

the process as soon as possible.
